Using Jing to Create Tutorials and Student Exhibitions
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Overview. 

Jing is a free resource that can be used to create movies and screen shots. Tutorials have been created with it to show how to use resources on the computer including logging in and GeoGebra feature demonstrations. 

Process.
1. Create screencasts/videos with Jing. Jing can be used by you as an instructor to create demos for students or used by students to demonstrate their own understanding through demonstrations with an applet.

2. Launch Jing then click on Capture in the drop-down menu.
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3.  After Capture is selected, choose an area to target then capture the specific steps to demonstrate. You can add voice to your “screencast” as you capture the specific steps/demo. 
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4. When you are finished creating a video you can click Stop then Save the file.
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5. The file will be saved as a swf (shockwave format) file that can be uploaded to the web and/or viewed in a browser.
